Overview

The Islandora Internet Archive Bookreader is an implementation of Open Library's Internet
Archive Bookreader web app. It is used by the Islandora Book Solution Pack to display a
series of pages as an entire book that can be accessed on the book's 'View' page.

Libraries APl with the bookreader library installed

Islandora Solr Search should be used to organize the book via RELS-EXT and

Installation

Though the actual Bookreader module isinstalled the same way as any Drupa moduleis,
the Bookreader library needs to be downloaded and placed manually. This can be donein
two different ways.

® |f 'git'isinstalled on your server, you can navigate to your Drupal installation's sites
/dl/libraries folder and run "git clone git://github.com/openlibrary/bookreader .git"
to automatically clone the repository. If 'git' isn't installed, you can often get it from
standard Linux package managers by running a command similar to ‘apt-get install
git' or 'yum ingtall git'.

* |f youwouldn't like to use GitHub's standard repository manager, you can havigate to
the repository's site in the Downloads section above, click the button to download the
repository asa ZIPfile, and extract it to your Drupal installation's siteg/all/libraries
folder. If you do this, you will need to rename the extracted folder from 'bookreader-b
ranch' (e.g. bookreader-master) to simply 'bookreader’

Configuration

A configuration page for the Islandora I nternet Archive Bookreader can be found at http://pa
th.to.your .site/admin/islandora/internet_archive bookreader, and include the following
options:

Djatoka URL - the URL at which the Internet Archive Bookreader should be
making requests to Djatoka. On a standard installation of Fedora, Tomcat and
Drupal, thiswill be http://path.to.your .site: 8080/ador e-djatoka/.

The djatoka image compression level - designates the quality of page images
viewed through the bookreader.

SOLR full text field name - the field that Solr uses to search OCR. Thiswill be used
to view text and perform text searches from within the bookreader.

Salr field that hastherelationship to the book object pid - the RELS-EXT field
that designates the membership of a book object. Used to perform book searches.
The maximum number of resultstoreturn in a solr query - the number of results
given when doing a search within the bookreader

A field that holdsthe page sequence number s - the RELS-EXT field that
designates the page or sequence number of a single page.
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
